Generally,
scholarships do not have to be repaid, howewnder certain circumstancéisey may require you to
agree to certain service obligations.

LOANS Loans are awarded to stedts with the agreement that they will be repaid.

Verification

Verification is the process of confirming the accuracstofient reported data on financial aid
applications. Only a portion of the student population is selected for verification. The Financial Aid
Office verifies those applicants identified by the Department of Education (DOE). Typically, the DOE
selection citerion translates into verifying fifty percent of the financial aid population at GGH. In
addition, Aid Administratorare required toselect a student for verification if there is a discrepancy

or a condition which is unusual and warrants investigation.

Students selected by CPS received a notification in the text of their Student Aid Report (SAR).
Additionally, students selected for verification are notified electronically by GGH through the
Empower system and provided with a list of required documémas must be submitted. Students
are asked to submit verification documents within two (2) weeks of notification they have been
selected.

Method and Frequency of Disbursement

In order to assist students in purchasing necessary books and supplies for school, GGH diftaurses, a
all eligibility requirements have been met (see below), federal funrder about the first day of classes

in the payment period. Funds are credited to the students account until all tuition and fees are paid in
full. If disbursement generatescredit balance on the students account, refunds of federal student aid
are made available within 7 days and are avaddidm the Student Services Coordinator.

Subsidized Fedal Stafford Loan

This federallysponsored, needbased loan program (which must be repaid) is for students enrolled at
least halftime. Awards may not exceed financial need as defined abbhe.federal government pays
fixedinterest while the student is in school. The Department of Education sends the loan proceeds to
the school via Eleatnic Funds Transfer (EFTiigihation and default fees may be deducted
proportionately from each dishisement. Repayment begins six months after the student graduates,
leaves school, or drops below htithe enroliment. (Students who received their first federal Stafford
loan after 7/1/93 have the option of repaying the loan using a fixed, graduatedcomasensitive
repayment plan, but are required to repay the loan within 10 years.) The minimum monthly payment is
$50.



Limitations of Subsidized Loans:

As of July 1st, 2013, any fitdine borrower, (which is defined as someone who has no outstanding
balance on a FFELP or Direct loan when receiving a Direct loan on or after July 1, 2013), will only be able
to obtain federal Direct Subsidized loans for a maximum of 150% of the published program length in
which they are enrolled. Additionally, the subsatizoans that had been borrowed up to the 150%

point will lose further government subsidy and interest will begin to become the student's responsibility
if they do not graduate by the 150% point (and continue to be enrolled in the same or a shorter
undergiduate program). From that point forward, these subsidized loans will beemsebsidized

loans. This regulation was designed to encourage students to obtain undergraduate degreeawithin
reasonable time frame. Students who change majors multiple tinteq dasses excessively or retake
classes excessively are most likely to be impacted. This does not necessarily mean that you will be
ineligible for loans, but rather once you have received loans for 150% of your programs published
length, will only be ejible for unsubsidized loans.

Unsubsidized Federal Stafford Loan

This federally sponsored loan program is for students enrolled at least halftime. Terms are the same as
described above for sultized Stafford loan except that: (1) unsubsidized loans are not based on need;

Terms of Loans Received, Repayment Schedules and Repayment

Consequences of Student Loan Default

To default means you failed to make your payments on your student loan as scheduled according to the
terms of youmpromissory notethe binding legal documerybu signed at the time you took out your
loan.

Your loan becomedelinquentthe first day after you miss a payment. The delinquency will continue
until all payments are made to bring your loan current. Loan servicers report all delinquencies of at least
90 days to the three major credit bureaus. A negative credit rating may make it difficult for you to
borrow money to buy a car or a house (you will be charged much higtezestrates). You also may
have trouble

1 signing up for utilities,

1 getting home ower's insurance,

1 getting a cell phone plan, or

1 getting approval to rent an apartment (credit checks usually are required for renters).

It is important to begin repaying as soon as you receive a bill. Keep track of your student loan and learn
how to manage your loan repayments

Additional consequences of student loan default:

1. You can be sued for the entire amount of your loan.

2. Your credit rating can be severely damaged, making it difficldbtoow money for a car or home,
or to receive credit cards. The default status can remain on your credit report for several years after
you pay the loan in full.

3. Your federal Treasury payments (including federal tax refunds) and state income tax nefamdte
withheld.

4. Your wages can be garnished.
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5. You won't be eligible to receive any more federal financial aid (and possibly state aid) unless you

make acceptable arrangements to repay what you already owe.

You may be ineligible for assistance under nfederal benefit programs.

You will be ineligible or deferments or forbearance.

8. You will be liable for the costs associated with collecting your loan, including court costs and
attorney fees.

9. You may not be able to renew a professional license youdroiday jeopardize your chances for
certain types of employment.

10. Your loan may be assigned to a professional collection agency.

Per federal regulations, a statutory schedule is used to determine the amount of Title IV funds a student
has earned as dhe date he or she ceases attendance. The amount of Title IV assistance earned is based
on the amount of time the student spent in academic attendance. Up through the 60 percent point in
each payment period or period of enroliment, a pro rata schedulesed to determine the amount of

Title IV funds the student has earned at the time of withdrawal. After the 60 percent point in the payment
period or period of enrollment, a student has earned 100 percent of the Title IV funds disbursed.

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) affords students certain rights with respect to
their education records. Thegights include:

The right to inspect and review the student's education records within 45 days of the @&H
receives a request for access.

A student should submit to the registrar, deatademicadvisa, or other appropriate official, a written
request that identifies the record(s) the student wishes to inspect. Giofficial will make
arrangements for access and notify the student of the time and place where the records may be
inspected. If the records are not maintained by B&Hofficial to whom the request was submitted,
that official shall advise the student of the correct official to whom the request should be addressed.

2. The right to request amendment of the student's education records that the student
believes are inaccurate, misleadingt otherwise in violation of the student's privacy rights
under FERPA.

A student who wishes to ask for an amendment of a record should writ&tEbfficial responsible for

the record, clearly identify the part of the record the student wants changed spedify why it should
be changed.

If the official decides not to amend the record as requested, the official will notify the student in writing
of the decision and the student's right to a hearing regarding the request for amendment. Additional
information regarding the hearing procedures will be provided to the student when notified of the right
to a hearing.

3. The right to provide written consent before the university discloses personally identifiable
information from the student's education records, expeto the extent that FERPA
authorizes disclosure without consent.

GGHdiscloses education records without a student's prior written consent under the FERPA exception
for disclosure to school officials with legitimate educational interests.

In response to the terrorist attacks on the United States that took place on September 11, 2001,
Congress has made changes to the FESRAtion 507 of the USA PATRIOT ACT amended FERPA, which
now contains 16 exceptions to the general rules.

Ex Parte Orders

Health or Safety Emergency

Suspension of Eligibilitjor Drug Convictions

As prescribed in section 484(r) of the Higher Education Act, a student who, during a period of
enrollment for which the student was receiving any Federal grant, loan, or work assistance, is convicted
of any offense under any Federal $tate law involving the possession or sale of a controlled substance
shall not be eligible to receive any additional grant, loan, or work assistance from the date of that
conviction for the period of time specified in the following table:
