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Financial Aid

We believe that any student who is accepted and wants to at@@Hshould be able to do so. We

work hard to help students find the financial resources they need. Our Financial Aid Counselor provides
information and advice to help students and their families apply for federal and state aid, student loans
and scholarships.

GGHpatrticipatesin a number of federal and state financial aid programs. All financial aid programs
(federal, state or private) can be divided into three (3) categories:

GRANTSthese financial aid programs are ¢fiffpe aid not requiring repayment.
SLCHOLARSHIP $hese arefunds you may have received from outside sources. Generally,
scholarships do not have to be repaid, howewnder certain circumstancéisey may require you to
agree to certain service obligations.

LOANS Loans are awarded to studesnwith the agreement that they will be repaid.

Financial Aid Application Process

The process begins witlwb applications:

1. Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) or renewal FAFSA.

Verification

Verification is the process of confirming the accuracgtofient reported data on financial aid
applications. Only a portion of the student population is selected for verification. The Financial Aid
Office verifies those applicants identified by the Department of Education (DOE). Typically, the DOE
selection cterion translates into verifying fifty percent of the financial aid population at GGH. In
addition, Aid Administratorare required toselect a student for verification if there is a discrepancy

or a condition which is unusual and warrants investigation.

Students selected by CPS received a natification in the text of their Student Aid Report (SAR).
Additionally, students selected for verification are notified electronically by GGH through the
Empower system and provided with a list of required documeras thust be submitted. Students
are asked to submit verification documents within two (2) weeks of notification they have been
selected.

Additionally,Aid Administrators are free to ask for additional information if further investigation

Method and Frequency of Disbursement

In order to assist students in purchasing necessary books and supplies for school, GGH diftaurses, a
all eligibility requirements have been met (see below), federal fuardsrabout the first day of classes

in the payment period. Funds are credited to the students account until all tuition and fees are paid in
full. If disbursement generatescredit balance on the students account, refunds of federal student aid
are made available within 7 days and are available from the Student Services Coordinator.

Subsidized Federal Stafford Loan

This federallysponsored, needbased loan program (which must be repaid) is for students enrolled at
least halftime. Awards may not exceed financial need as defined abbkeinterestrate is fixed at 3.76
percent beginning July 1, 2016he federal government pays interest while the student is in school. The
Department of Education sends the loan proceeds to the school viad&iectunds Transfer (EFT).
Crigination and default feemay be deducted proportionately from each disbursement. Repayment
begins six months after the student graduates, leaves school, or drops beletintainroliment.
(Students who received their first federal Stafford loan after 7/1/93 have the optionpafyiag the loan
using a fixed, graduated, or incorsensitive repayment plan, but are required to repay the loan within

Limitations of Subsidized Loans:

As of July 1st, 2013, any fitéine borrower, (whichs defined as someone who has no outstanding
balance on a FFELP or Direct loan when receiving a Direct loan on or after July 1, 2013), will only be able
to obtain federal Direct Subsidized loans for a maximum of 150% of the published program length in
whichthey are enrolled.

Consequences of Student Loan Default

To default means you failed to make your payments on your student loan as schedulediragtothe
terms of yourpromissory notethe binding legal document you signed at the time you took out your
loan.

until all payments are made to bring your loan current. Loan servicers report all delinquencies of at least

It is important to begin repaying as soon as you receive a bill. Keep track of your student loan and learn
how to manage your loan gayments

Additional consequences of student loan default:

1. You can be sued for the entire amount of your loan.

2. Your credit rating can be severely damaged, making it difficult to borrow money for a car or home,
or to receive credit cards. The default status can remain on your credit report for several years after
you pay the loan in full.

3. Your federal Treasury pawnts (including federal tax refunds) and state income tax refunds may be
withheld.

4. Your wages can be garnished.

5. You won't be eligible to receive any more federal financial aid (and possibly state aid) unless you

make acceptable arrangements to repay wiat already owe.

You may be ineligible for assistance under most federal benefit programs.

You will be ineligible or deferments or forbearance.

8. You will be liable for the costs associated with collecting your loan, including court costs and
attorney fees.

9. You may not be able to renew a professional license you hold or may jeopardize your chances for
certain types of employment.

10. Your loan may be assigned to a professional collection agency.

(total of two attempts).If you enroll in a previously repeated course for a third time, this course will
not count towards your enrollment for fimeial aid purposes.

Typically, students enrolled in clock hour programs may not receive aid for repeated coursework. The
only exception is when a student returns to the program after an absence of more than one hundred
and eighty (180) days.

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Changing Programs/Majors

You are
responsible for paying your account in full, even if you are sponsesgubct to receive Financial Aid,

Students will be charged tuitiorripr to the beginning of each period and must satisfy their account by
the deadline indicated on the billing statement.

If you fail to pay your account, the college may take any or all of the following actions:
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Textbooks and Supplies
Textbooks for all students are ordered by the College of Nursing. Students pay for textbooks through

student fees billed upon admission. Students are responsible for purchasing any supplies required by the
program.

Treatment of Title IV Federal Funds When a Student Withdraws

A student wishing to withdraw musbmplete an official withdrawal form with the Dean, their Academic
Advisor or the Student Services Coordinator.

Perfederal regulations, a statutory schedule is used to determine the amount of Title IV funds a student
has earned as of the date he or she ceases attendance. The amount of Title IV assistance earned is based
on the amount of time the student spent in acadienattendance. Up through the 60 percent point in

each payment period or period of enroliment, a pro rata schedule is used to determine the amount of
Title IV funds the student has earned at the time of withdrawal. After the 60 percent point in the
payment period or period of enrollment, a student has earned 100 percent of the Title IV funds
disbursed.

In accordance with federal regulations, a school must return Title IV funds to the programs from which a
student received aid during the payment period aripd of enrollment as applicable, in the following
order; up to the net amount disbursed from each source:

Private Education Loan Disclosure

Student applying for a private education loan at GGH are advised to complete a FAFSA (Free Application
for Federal Student Aid) and NYS TAP Application with the school in order to ensure that all available
grants are available to the student, as well agmeourage students to make use of limterest loans

available through the Department of Education (subsidized if eligible). Student borrowers at GGH are
counseled to compare the terms and conditions of Department of Education loans with the terms and
conditions of private education loans to determine the more favorable borrowing option.

Upon request, GGH will provide the sedftification form for private education loans required under
Sec. 128(e)(3) of the Truth in Lending Act (15 U.S.C. 1638(a)(B)eainformation required to
complete the form, to the extent that GGH possesses the information.

Student Rights under the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA)

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) affords studentsigbtsaivith respect to
their education records. These rights include:

The right to inspect and review the student's education records within 45 days of the @&H
receives a request for access.

A student should submit to the registrar, deatademiadvisa, or other appropriate official, a written
request that identifies the record(s) the student wishes to inspect. G@¢bfficial will make
arrangements for access and notify the student of the time and place where the records may be
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inspected. If tle records are not maintained by tl@&GHofficial to whom the request was submitted,
that official shall advise the student of the correct official to whom the request should be addressed.

2. The right to request amendment of the student's education recordsathhe student
believes are inaccurate, misleading, or otherwise in violation of the student's privacy rights
under FERPA.
A student who wishes to ask for an amendment of a record should writ&thEbfficial responsible for

the record, clearly identifthe part of the record the student wants changed, and specify why it should
be changed.

If the official decides not to amend the record as requested, the official will notify the student in writing
of the decision and the student's right to a hearing mefjag the request for amendment. Additional
information regarding the hearing procedures will be provided to the student when notified of the right
to a hearing.

3. The right to provide written consent before the university discloses personally identifiable
information from the student's education records, except to the extent that FERPA
authorizes disclosure without consent.

GGHdiscloses education records without a student's prior written consent under the FERPA exception
for disclosure to school officelwith legitimate educational interests. A school official is a person
employed byGGHnN an administrative, supervisory, academiesearch, or support staff position
(including law enforcement unit personnel and health staff); a person or companywviain GGHhas
contracted as its agent to provide a service instead of uSiIB¢Hemployees or officials (such as an
attorney, auditor, or collection agent); a person serving on the Board of Trustees; or a student serving
on an official committee, such as edplinary or grievance committee, or assisting another school
official in performing his or her tasks.

A school official has a legitimate educational interest if the official needs to review an education record
in order to fulfill his or her professionedsponsibilities for the university.

4. The right to file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education concerning alleged
failures byGGHo comply with the requirements of FERPA.

In response to the terrorist attacks on the United States that took place on Béptell, 2001,

Congress has made changes to the FERPA. Section 507 of the USA PATRIOT ACT amended FERPA, which
now contains 16 exceptions to the general rules.

2. Law Enforcement Subpoendsducational agencies and institutions magctthse education
records to the entity or persons designated in any other subpoena issued for a law enforcement
purpose.

3. Ex parte ordersEducational agencies and institutions may disclose, without consent or
knowledge of the student or parent, personally identifiable information to the Attorney General of the
United States or his designee in response t@aparteorder in connection with the investigation of a
crime of terrorism. Amx parteorder is arorder issued by a court without notice to the adverse party.

Health or Safety Emergency

The health or safety exception permits educational agencies and institutiatisclose personally

Typically, law
enforcement officiad, public health officials, and trained medical personnel are the types of parties to

whom information may be disclosed under this FERPA condition.

The Department of Education consistently has limited the health and safety exception to a specific

situation that presents imminent danger or to a situation that requires the immediate need for

information from education records in order to avert or diffuse serious threats to the safety and health

of a student orther individuals. Any release must be narroteljyored considering the immediacy,

magnitude, and specificity of information concerning the emergency. Moreover, this exception is

temporarily limited to the period of the emergency and generally will not allow for a blanket release of

Notice of Federal Student Financial Aid Penalties for Drug Law Violations

Suspension of Eligibility for Drug Convictions

As prescribed in section 484(r) of the Higheu&dion Act, a student who, during a period of

enrollment for which the student was receiving any Federal grant, loan, or work assistance, is convicted
of any offense under any Federal or State law involving the possession or sale of a controlled substance
shall not be eligible to receive any additional grant, loan, or work assistance from the date of that
conviction for the period of time specified in the following table:
